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Dear Friend:

When the Task Force on Mentoring (TFM) was born and developed twelve 
years ago, there was no such organization in Montgomery County dedicated 
to the concept of mentoring as a viable resource to county children and young 
adults needing such service. Over the years, the TFM became the organization 
it is today. It is a volunteer, non-profi t, tax exempt corporation providing as-
sistance and services to county communities, organizations and institutions 
which want to implement mentor programs and projects in their systems. 

Traditionally, mentoring is an ongoing relationship between 2 or more per-
sons (more probably between a young person and an older, caring person), in 
which the older, caring person provides practical help, emotional support and 
encouragement. The important element in mentoring is the implicit message 

that the young person (or mentee) is worthy of the caring person’s interest and attention. Over time, this 
attention can increase the mentee’s self-confi dence, helping the mentee successfully handle other relation-
ships and activities, and assist the mentee in aspiring to higher goals than previously imagined.

Mentoring is a continually changing and dynamic concept. And although we might think of mentoring in 
its traditional form, in today’s world, mentoring can be on a one to one basis, but more and more the group 
concept in mentoring is taking hold.

It is therefore the purpose of the TFM to help organize and promote cutting edge mentoring, while still 
championing traditional mentoring as the basic source of this effort.

We hope you will make good use of the Directory and regard the TFM as your resource in the struggle to 
develop strong mentor programs and strong participating mentees in such programs.
